Split your class into 3 groups.
Split up any equipment you have (this
could be done before you leave the class).

The group in the Leafy Plants area can
lay out their sheet under their chosen
shrub and give the scrub a gentle shake

Natural Ground -
minibeast hotels, log
piles or leaf piles.

The Natural Ground group can gently lift
items (logs, leaves etc.) and record what
they find.

The Hard Surfaces group can examine
the nooks and crannies in walls/fences
